VINTAGE CONDITIONS 

Early flowering at the end of 2024 gave way to the grapes

ripening earlier than usual in 2025. Ideal for the aromatic

varieties such as Riesling with bunches ripening in cooler

weather. These cooler conditions slowed the ripening of the

grapes, resulting in bright varietal flavours, crisp natural

acidities, and lower sugar concentrations at picking than

prior seasons. 

PALATE

Mimicking the aroma, flavours of lemon and lime zest are mellow
on the front of the palate before being supported a crisp, fresh 
acidity that drives the length. 

Crisp and juicy, the palate is a concentrated array of lemon and
lime zest.  The flavours are carried through the length and finish 
of the wine which is driven by a mineral acidity. 
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PLACE

Many of the Kilikanoon’s vineyards situated in the famed sub-

appellation of Watervale, Clare Valley, this Riesling holds the

hallmarks of the unique and idyllic region.

Our grapes are grown on Ngadjuri country.
